2. Access & SSO (Single Sign On)
For what concerns the SSO (Single Sign On) we have identified some questions for which we would like to have your opinion.
2.1
Different categories of users
At a first stage we guess that Science Gateways provide a public access with no login required and a limited number of applications available. What kind of applications do you imagine?
If a member of the scientific community wants to access more applications we distinguish two possible scenarios: 
a. The user is an external user and asks to be registered (His identity could be authenticated by an Identity Federation or not) 
i. The user wants to be able to answer to Observatory Request for proposal (as Principal Investigator) and perhaps it’s better if his identity is authenticated? 
ii. The user wants to be a Guest Observer with specific access rights on observation sets 
iii. The user wants to be only an Archive user
What could be interest for Archive user to be connected:  History of previous work done? Customization of User Interface?....
b. The user is a CTA consortium member able to connect the Science Gateway using the standard CTA login/password mechanism (connection to CTA LDAP directory)
i. The user could be “Archive User” or “Guest Observer”/PI for specific observation datasets
