E-INFRADEV-4 starts in January. We need to be aware of that. E-INFRA12 being open.
1) Towards deliverable 6.18 (Fernando and Jesus, plus all, 20') analysis of the use and definition of services in EGI FedCloud (a new draft will be circulated in advance), and also what components analyzed in the technical workgroups are mature 
Draft version 3 with the document log including a tentative schedule with the expected dates and contributions.
It proposes to describe our services/applications following a Cloud schema (SaaS, PaaS and IaaS) with different roles: Service providers (like EGI FedCloud), Enablers, Solvers and Users. See graphic in the draft. 

If required we can quote other actors like EUDAT, GEANT, Prace, OpenAire… 
We will improve the description of their catalogues of services in the next version. 
The example of the AlgaeBloom application matching this schema is included.
We aim to have the applications within the EGI-Engage LW CC described in terms of their use of these e-infrastructure services, to position them in the European Open Science Cloud. 
A template for the description as services taking using an example based in FitSM was presented. The template includes info about actors, roles, services at SaaS, PaaS, IaaS level, their maturity, and the impact and usage (key for this deliverable). 
Ignacio: in principle the information is relevant and it is a good exercise for us. Some alternatives will be sent. 
EOSC is going to this service oriented approach, so this list is very helpful for us. Not only for EGI but also for EUDAT, GEANT, etc. services.
Emmanouela: R vlab could be described like that. 
Mario: Some service like gbif.pt that is up and running and could be also described with the template. 
VLIZ: What is the link to Biodiversity catalogue? www.biodiversitycatalogue.org (BioVel). 
The key point is the implementation of this services in the European Open Science Cloud. Part of them are used in the VRE.
Christos: Biodiversity Data Journal. Services from Lifewatch Greece are published there. https://bdj.pensoft.net. EGI and other providers as incubators. 
Enabler are who take the services and assures the transition to the providers. This cloud scheme matches with the services that need to be re-described using it?
Nicola: suggest including in the template a section for policies for accessing and using the service, in order to make it also useful for the service centre. 
Wouter: more explanation needed to fill the template, in order to avoid duplications and other problems. 
If we have the service list ready we will be able to better define our needs within the context of the EOSC. 
Rui: commented on other examples from Lifewatch Portugal.
Christos: proposes to take into account also http://biodiversity.eubon.eu/home
Few examples within EGI context and after that we could extend if needed. 
Gergely: focus on D6.18: A report to summaries the software applications that have been integrated and installed on EGI by the LifeWatch Competence Centre and to provide statistics about their use.
Jesus: we will also include Citizen Science applications. 
Fermin: consider http://cs-eu.net/ Use the template for other services as well. 
2) Interest on using SENTINEL information (Jesus, Julian, Annabella/Jorge/Mario, 15') -we will summarize the possible interest with ESA -partners are welcome to express their interest on shaping a potential "pilot use case"
We had a meeting with Salvatore Pinto (ESA) and Tiziana Ferrari (EGI) about potential uses of SENTINEL data in Lifewatch. We need to provide names to explore the use of data. 
Julien: Currently we started to work with Sentinel 2 data. Creating some geographic database for Europe, with some countries. The objective is to do the same that we did in Belgium. http://maps.elie.ucl.ac.be/lifewatch/ecotopes.html
We could do the same exercise in other countries (Spain next one). Land Cover description.
Jesús: what ESA wants is to support the SENTINEL data use if needed.
Julien: for work a wider level (at european level) more resources are needed. Lifewatch or ESA could be supportive. The tools for preprocessing is OK, problems with storage. They would need support from EGI for example. 
EU does not guarantee right now access to all Sentinel data for more than 6 months, while Google and US-GS do!
Anabela: Coastal evolution. Sentinel 1 and 2 data. Goal: predict how the coast will be evolved. 
We will contact with ESA with the feedback. Don’t know yet what kind of platform they want to release. 
Gergely: there was a tender last summer from ESA. Data in Europe and cloud exploitation of that data.
3) Interest on Tools for Digital collections (Marcin, Paco, 15') -from a request from a partner in Poland
Marcin (PSNC, Poland): large collection on bio data. 190 000 plants, animals, and so (original collection). Standardize and validate if everything is correct. Large collection (lot of work). Analytics on top. Mobile users (in the field) accessing to data, locations. Expected feedback and advisors for standards for accessing metadata. 
Wouter suggest to discuss with Dimitris Koureas (DiSSCo). 
Others in chat: contact experts (Paco Pando, Dimitris, Ana Casino, Piotr Tykarski).
4) Summary from Citizen Science meeting in Spain last week (Fran/Fermin, Jesus, 15')
2 days event in Madrid. Working around different domains in citizen science, mainly in Spain but also Parthenos in Italy. 
Connections with Citizen Science for the next proposals.
5) Involvement in COOP+ Global challenges (Curro/Maria/Fran/Dani, Jesus, 15')
Maria: www.coop-plus.eu the list of global challenges.
Interviews with different parts checking how they can contribute, if data is available, etc. 
The idea is that every partner can contribute in the challenges but there are communities closer to specific challenges.
Polinators in challenge 3 (Peter van Tinderen name was suggested for contact)
Globis-B is preparing biodiversity essential variables, that is close to the challenge 4. 
Challenge 11 in Noise impact in marine fauna could be also related with a Lifewatch related teamwork (Enrique Alonso?) 
More description on this challenges? Some have a better and extended explanation. There is a coordinator for each Challenge who could explain it better.
